How to Enter Events                            From Greg Taylor, webmaster:
I am pleased to announce that the SE Web App is open for business.  Directors are required to use the on-line application to enter your information.
The direct URL for the web app is:
http://www.omea-ohio3.org
The function and structure of the site is almost exactly the same as for high school events.  The biggest difference is that directors must enter the EVENT NUMBER for the performer.  These numbers (1-78) are available for download from the web app in the format of a paper application.  Directors may print the form to have students complete prior to the deadline.  They may then use the form to register the students in the web app.

Obviously the other difference is that directors must type in the composer and composition being performed.

New for this year is the ability for high school directors to still print their summary of events form and list of owed fees for their HIGH SCHOOL events while accessing the junior high web app.

This feature will be appreciated by chairs to make sure directors print, sign and return this mandatory form.

The deadline for on-line registration is four weeks prior to the event, March 24, 2012. After midnight March 24th, you will not be able to enter information and I will also not be able to make changes or additions to your registration. Do not wait until the last day to enter students.
Proof of Membership

You will be logging into the OMEA website with your membership number: you will not have to provide me with a copy of your membership card. The SE Web App does NOT have a "grace period" for expired memberships like our main website.  Directors MUST be current in order to access the web app.  Please be aware that we are NOT linked to NAfME (MENC) in real time.  Allow time for the renewal process.  
Fees for Entries

Fees in effect for this adjudicated event will be $12.00 for solos and $16.00 for ensembles. Your schedule will not be released to you until your fees and your summary of events form with your administrator’s signature are received in the mail.  Please be timely in making payments.  (a PO is sufficient to receive the schedule, but all fees must be received before any students can perform.)
